So, that 
means its time for two other Rivers traditions as well;  Honors and Awards Assembly and Quarter 
One Parent Conferences 

Honors and Awards. In the Fall of 2007 we began honoring students for making good grades in Mathematics and 
Reading as well as Perfect Attendance.  We continue this tradition this year by honoring K,1,2,3,4,5 students with Perfect 
Attendance for the first quarter as well as students in 3,4,5 who earned an “A” in Reading and/or Mathematics.

Surprisingly, many 
parents appear in classroom doors expecting their teachers to drop everything and have a stand –up conference.  This 
wastes valuable instructional time and suggests a disregard for the busy instructional schedule of our teaching staff.  So, 
please sign up for one of the available time slots or email your teacher directly to suggest other times that may be mutu-
ally available.  

Our Safest Campus. To assure the safety of our children, staff, and volunteers, we would like to remind all parents of 
the essential agreements when utilizing the carpool lane. 
•	 NO cell phone usage or texting while in the carpool lane.
•	 NO PASSING in the carpool lane, unless directed to do so by a carpool staff  member or volunteer.
•	 NO crossing the carpool line between cars. Please use the crosswalks.
•	 Only exit once a volunteer has opened the car door.
•	 Do not let your child exit on the driver’s side and walk between cars.
•	 Please use your turn signal when exiting the school.
•	 Do not stop at the top of the driveway or the lower parking lot to drop off your child.
In the next few weeks, we will be distributing a sticker to attach to the back of your carpool tag as a reminder of the agree-
ments.
